My mother Mary Mei-Ching Chin passed away on Jan 30, 2007 from complications resulted from an heart attack she suffered on Dec 5, 2006. Her memorial service is scheduled for Feb 15, 2007at Evergreen-Washelli Funeral Home, Seattle, WA.

 

My mother lost both of her parents by a tender age of seven.  Had not been through the generosity of her mother's youngest brother, Chen He Qin, she would never have the opportunity of getting an education.  Her uncle took notice on a visit home that my mother was quietly following the lessons and homework assignments on her own, even though the home study teacher was meant for her brother.  Being an educator himself, he took my mother to Shanghai and raised her with his own seven children.  After high school, my mother wished to lessen the burden on the family, she enrolled herself into a nursing school.  She later became a Red Cross Certified Nurse.

 

In her adult life, she has committed herself in helping others in need, but providing opportunities for others in furthering their education was her passion.  After meeting and marrying my father, who shared similar dreams, they helped many.

 

In her passing, I would like to establish a memorial scholarship fund in my parents' memory.  I humbly ask my family and friends help me in this endeavor.

 

A memorial fund has been established through Seoul Baptist Church in Houston, TX, and the funds will be forwarded to Yanbian University of Science and Technology, in Yanji, Ji Ling Province, a mission this church supports.  In October of 2005, Charles and I visited this university, where our dear friends Dr. & Mrs. Yu Tak Chon have gone to be volunteer professors.  Dr. & Mrs. Chon have initially planned to be there for four years, but now they have signed up for an additional four years.  We were very moved by the work all the volunteers were doing there, as well as the quality of the students.  We learnt that the school was mostly supported by various Korean organizations, since this autonomous region has about 35% of Korean descendants.  However, more Chinese students there need financial help.  Upon our return, Charles and I have helped out some Chinese students, who might not have been able to continue their studies there otherwise. Since the University is in a relatively remote area, inflation due to recent economic boom in China has not affected the area very much, our meager donation went a long ways.
